· A Braille display is a tactile device consisting of a row of special Braille cells. Each cell has 8 pins made of nylon; pins are controlled electronically to move up and down to display characters as they appear on the display of the computer or Braille note taker. They can also be used for advanced math work and for computer coding.  The ALVA display is unique in that with the two satellite keypads the user can fully control the operation of the computer.
· Aladdin Genie Computer Interfaced CCTV 
· A color CCD camera for people with low vision that interfaces into the monitor of the computer. A four-in-one color CCTV that displays in full color, black and white high-contrast, selectable foreground and background color combinations, and as part of a low-vision computer workstation 
· HP Scan jet 6100C Scanner with Automatic Document Feeder 

· This large format scanner when used in combination with Openbook or Kurzweil software acts as an electronic reading machine for users who have a variety of print related disabilities.
· Tiger Advantage 
· The Tiger embosses Braille and tactile graphics. It embosses graphics at 20 dots per inch, and embosses those dots at three height levels. The Tiger makes computer information accessible by touch by creating Braille and tactile graphics directly from Windows applications such as MS Word and Excel.
· SuperNova
· Supernova offers comprehensive screen reading and screen magnification capability that includes extended product customization through powerful utility managers. Using this application, blind computer users access a whole world of information, education and job-related applications. With Supernova people browse the web, read or write e-mail messages, re-calculate spread sheets or access information in a database. 
· IBM HomePage Reader
· Home Page Reader is an audio based web browser that allows individuals with print related disabilities the ability to easily and effectively navigate sites and pages on the World Wide Wed.  In order to be effectively utilized the web sites must be properly structured in accordance with the OSU Web Design Standards.
· Dragon Naturally Speaking
· Dragon NaturallySpeaking is word processor that can be controlled by voice commands. A user can dictate directly into the program and can control the layout of text using simple commands. Users have the option of either dictating directly into Dragon or using a variety of applications. 
· Openbook
· Open Book Ruby Edition is a software program that enables you to use your personal computer machine to scan and read text. You may scan a text and have Open Book to read or you can simply open a text and read it using this program. Open Book lets you alter the way the page is read aloud to you or, if you have low vision, modify the way the page is presented on the screen. This program is designed to help people with learning and typing disabilities. It can also help visually disabled persons to read a text due to its own screen reading feature. 
· Kurzweil 3000
· Kurzweil 3000 is a program primarily used to scan and read documents. The application has the ability to scan text and allow the user to manipulate it. It also has the ability to read the text back to the user. Kurzweil 3000 can also be used as a word processor and allows the user to bookmark and annotate text.
